Discovered in 1875 by the Scottish physicist John Kerr, the Kerr effect describes how birefringence is created
in an isotropic medium when an electric field is applied to it. In essence, the refractive index of the medium
becomes dependent on whether the polarization of the incident light is parallel or perpendicular to the field.
After the development of the laser in the 1960s, it was realized that the electric field associated with a strong
laser beam is sufficient for generating such birefringence — an effect known as the optical Kerr effect
(OKE)3.

Although the change in refractive index induced by the OKE is usually small, it impacts strongly on the
propagation of optical waves, modifying the phase and shape of an optical pulse and its frequency spectrum as
it propagates through the medium. As a result, the OKE gives rise to numerous phenomena, many of which
have important practical implications.

For example, the OKE can lead to self-focusing , in which an intense optical beam can focus itself within a
medium and induce severe damage at the focal point. In an optical fibre, the OKE can counteract the natural
pulse-broadening that results from dispersion. This effect, known as self-phase modulation, gives

rise to solitons — ultrashort pulses that maintain their temporal shape during propagation and so allow digital
data to be safely carried over long distances without distortion and at very high repetition rates.

In a laser system, the Kerr effect can be used to perform Kerr-lens modelocking, a technique that has enabled
the realization of stable and reliable laser sources that emit ultrashort light pulses of just a few femtoseconds
in duration. This development triggered the dissemination of ultrafast optics in many fields, such as in the
biological sciences.
